WHAT HAPPENS WITH ASSISTED SUICIDE?
A doctor prescribes lethal drugs that can be sent
through the mail to a person wishing to end his or
her life if diagnosed with a terminal illness. There is
no requirement that a doctor or anyone be present
with a person in case something would go wrong
upon consumption of the drugs. The person may take
hours to die. Assisted suicide is not dignified, it is
deadly. Tell your state legislators: Vote NO on SB
3499 - assisted suicide.
